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TITLE I SERVICES  
 

Birchview School is a Title I School -Wide School . 

 
Title I is a federal program that provides general education instructional support.  The 
purpose of Title I is  to help increase the achievement of those students that are at risk of 
not meeting the Common Core State Standards.  The four content areas in which  
students might receive support  include language arts, math, science and social studies.  
 
All students are eligible for Title I services based on assessment information and progress 
monitoring.  Assessments are give n on a monthly/quarterly basis depending on the 
assessment and students are moved out of or into Title 1, based on these assessment 
results.  Becaus e all students at Birchview are eligible for Title services, your child may 
be moved in and out for help as needed.  
 
Title I students receive their primary instruction from their classroom teacher.  Title I 
staff fills in gaps that students have formed, or  reinforces skills related to the classroom 
instruction.  Services are given based on assessment results and classroom teacher 
observations.  This additional instruction is provided when other students are working 
independently, or the classroom teacher is  working with another small group of students.  
Students,  who receive Title 1 services, do not miss out on regular classroom instruction!  
 
Birchview  School has a Title 1 Instructor and a Title 1 Literacy Coach  who provide 
academic support to students.  Language arts and math skills are the main focus in early 
elementary; science and social studies support is added in later elementary.  
 
Birchview Elementary School conducts a Title 1 parent informational meeting at the 
beginning of the school year, during our Open House.   If you would like more information

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STUDENT RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES  
 
 
The rules and procedures of the school are designed to allow each student to obtain a 
safe, orderly, and appropriate education.  Students can expect their rights to freedom of 
expression and association and to fair treatment as long as they respect those rights for 
their fellow students and the staff.  Students will be expected to follow teachers' directions 
and to obey all school rules.  Disciplinary procedures are designed to ensure due process 
(a fair hearing) before a student is removed because of his/her behavior.  
 
Parents have the right to know how their child is succeeding in school and will be provided  
information on a regular basis and as needed, when concerns arise.  Many times it will 
be the studentõs responsibility to deliver that information.  If necessary, the mail or hand 
delivery may be used to ensure contact.  Parents are encouraged to build a two -way link 
with their childõs teachers and support staff by informing the staff of suggestions or 

concerns that may help their child better accomplish his/her educational goals.  
 
Students must arrive at school on time, prepared to learn and participate in the 
educational program.  If, for some reason, t his is not possible, the parent  should seek 
help f rom the school principal or guidance counselor.   
 
 
 

STUDENT WELL -BEING  
 
Student safety is a responsibility of the staff. All staff members are familiar with 
emergency procedures such as fire, lock down and tornado drills and accident reporting 
procedures.  Should a student be aware of any dangerous situation or accident, s/he 
must notify any staff person immediately.  
 
State law requires that all students must have an emergency medical card completed, 
signed by a parent or guardian, and filed in the School office.  A student may be excluded 
from school until this requirement has been fulfilled.  
 
Students with specific health care needs should deliver writte n notice about such needs 
along with proper documentation by a physician, to the School Office.  
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INJURY AND ILLNESS  
 
If your child is sent to the school office due to illness:  
 
 *A temperature will be taken  
 *Normally, parents will not  be notified if the symptom is a stomach ache or other 
  non -visible symptoms.  Your child will be sent back to class.  Parents are    
  encouraged to inform the school of health problems.  
 *Parents will be requested to pick up t heir child if visible signs of illness are   
  present (fever, paleness/flushing, vomiting, diarrhea, etc.)  Your child will be   
  waiting for you in the office.   
 
 Parents will be notified immediately of all serious accidents and head injuries.  
 EVERY CHILD NEEDS TO HAVE THE EMERGENCY FORM COMPLETED AND 
 ON FILE IN THE SCHOOL OFFICE.  The office needs to be kept informed of 
 any changes on the Emergency Form.  
 

 
Concussions:  
 
A concussion is a type of traumatic brain injury that changes the way the brain normally  
works. A concussion is caused by a fall, bump, blow, or jolt to the head or body that  
causes the head and brain to move quickly back and forth. A concussion can be caused  
by a shaking, spinning or a sudden stopping and starting of the head. Even a òdingó, 
ògetting your bell rung,ó or what seems to be a mild bump or blow to the head can be 
serious. A concussion can happen even if you havenõt been knocked out. You canõt see a 
concussion. Signs and symptoms of concussions can show up right after  the injury or 
may  not appear or be noticed until days or weeks after the injury. If the student reports 
any  symptoms of a concussion, or if you notice symptoms yourself, seek medical attention  
right away. A student who may have had a concussion should not  return to play on the  
day of the injury and until a health care professional says they are okay to return to play.  
 
Some Common Symptoms:  
 
Headache, Pressure in the Head, Nausea/Vomiting, Dizziness, Balance Problems, Double  
Vision, Blurry Vision, Sensitiv e to Light, Sensitive to Noise, Sluggishness, Haziness,  
Fogginess, Grogginess, Poor Concentration, Memory Problems, Confusion, òFeeling 
Downó, Not òFeeling Rightó, Feeling Irritable, Slow Reaction Time, Sleep Problems. 
 
If You Suspect a Concussion : 
 
1. Seek Medical Attention Right Away ð A health care professional will be able to decide 
how  serious the concussion is and when it is safe for the student to return to regular 
activities,  including sports. Donõt hide it, report it. Ignoring symptoms and trying to 
òtough it outó often makes it worse.  
 
2. Keep Your Student Out Of Play ð Concussions take time to heal. Donõt let the student 
return to play the day of injury and until a health care professional says itõs okay. A 
student who returns to play too soon, wh ile the brain is still healing, risks a greater 
chance  of having a second concussion. Young children and teens are more likely to get a  
concussion and take longer to recover than adults. Repeat or second concussions  
increase the time it takes to recover and can be very serious. They can cause permanent  
brain damage affecting the student for a lifetime. They can be fatal. It is better to miss 
one game than the whole season.  
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3. Tell The School About Any Previous Concussion ð Schools should know if a studen t 
had  a previous concussion. A studentõs school may not know about a concussion received 
in  another sport or activity unless you notify them. Signs Observed by Parents: Appears  
dazed or stunned, is confused about assignment or position, forgets an instruct ion, canõt 
recall events prior to or after a hit or fall, is unsure of game, score, or opponent, move  
clumsily, answers questions slowly, loses consciousness (even briefly), shows mood,  
behavior, or personality changes.  
 
Concussion Danger Signs : 
 
In rare cases, a dangerous blood clot may form on the brain in a person with a concussion  
and crowd the brain against the skull. A student should receive immediate medical  
attention if after a bump, blow, or jolt to the head or body s/he exhibits any of the 
follow ing  danger signs. One pupil larger than the other, is drowsy or cannot be awakened, 
a headache that gets worse, weakness, numbness, or decreased coordination, repeated  
vomiting or nausea, slurred speech, convulsions or seizures, cannot recognize  

people/pla ces, becomes increasingly confused, restless or agitated, has unusual  
behavior, loses consciousness (even a brief loss of consciousness should be taken  
seriously.)  
 
How to Respond to a Report of a Concussion:  
 
If a student reports one or more symptoms of a  concussion after a bump, blow, or jolt to  
the head or body, s/he should be kept out of athletic play the day of the injury. The 
student  should only return to play with permission from a health care professional 
experienced in  evaluating for concussion. Du ring recovery, rest is key. Exercising or 
activities that involve  a lot of concentration (such as studying, working on a computer, or 
playing video games)  may cause concussion symptoms to reappear or get worse. Students 
who return to school  after a concuss ion may need to spend fewer hours at school, take 
rests breaks, be given  extra help and time, spend less time reading, writing or on a 
computer. After a  concussion, returning to sports and school is a gradual process that 
should be monitored  by a health ca re professional. Remember: Concussion affects people 
differently. While  most students with a concussion recover quickly and fully, some will 
have symptoms that  last for days, or even weeks. A more serious concussion can last for 
months or longer. To  learn more, go to www.cdc.gov/concussion . 
 
 

MEDICATION AT SCHOOL  
 

Every effort should be made so medications can be taken at home.   
 
If your child must take a medication at school:  
 

¶ A parent needs to complete the òPermission Form for Prescription/Non-
Prescription Medication (JK -12)ó.  This is available in the school office. 

¶ Medications must be in the original pharmacy container with prescription 
label on it.  The medication will be stored and dispensed from the sch ool 
office.  

¶ ALL MEDICATIONS ARE TO BE BROUGHT TO THE SCHOOL BY AN 
ADULT.  Students are not permitted to bring medications to school.  

¶ Medications are to be picked up by an adult at the end of the school year.

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Asthma Inhalers and Epi -pens  
 
Students, with  appropriate written permission from the physician and parent, may 
possess and use a metered dose inhaler or dry powder inhaler to alleviate asthmatic 
symptoms.  Epinephrine (Epi -pen) is administered only in accordance with a written 
medication administrat ion plan developed by the school principal and updated annually.  
 

FOOD ALLERGIES  
 
If your child has food allergies or intolerances and needs special dietary accommodations, 
we are required to have written authorization from you and your doctor.  Please ask  for 
and fill out the òRequest for Special Dietary Needs Accommodationsó.  
 

IMMUNIZATIONS  
 
All children who enter schools in Michigan are required by state law to be fully vaccinated 
unless a valid exemption is in the studentõs file.  A summary of these requirements are 

listed below.  
 
REQUIREMENTS FOR CHILDREN 4 YEARS THROUGH 6 YEARS OF AGE:  
 

¶ 4 doses of Diphtheria ð Tetanus ð Pertussis (DPT) vaccine and, if a dose was not 
received on or after the 4 th  birthday, a booster dose at school entry.  Most  studen ts 
will have five doses.  

¶ 3 doses of Polio vaccine and, if a dose was not received on or after the 4 th  birthday, 
a booster dose at school entry.  Most children have four doses.  

¶ 2 doses of live Measles ð Mumps ð Rubella (MMR) vaccine received after the 1 st 
birthday OR current laboratory evidence of measles, mumps, or rubella immunity.  

¶ 3 doses of Hepatitis B are required.  

¶ 2 doses of Varicella (chickenpox) after 12 months of age OR current lab immunity 
or reliable history of disease.  

 
REQUIREMENTS FOR CHILDR EN 7 YEARS THROUGH 18 YEARS OF AGE:  
 

¶ 4 doses of Diphtheria and Tetanus vaccine (DTP), AND if a dose was not received 
within the last ten years, a booster dose at school entry.  One dose TDAP at age 11 
or entry into 7 th  grade.  

¶ 4 doses of an appropriate Polio vaccine.  

¶ 2 doses of MMR vaccine OR current laboratory evidence of Measles, Mumps, or 
Rubella immunity.  

¶ 3 doses of Hepatitis B  

¶ 2 doses of Varicella (chickenpox) or current lab immunity or reliable history of the 
disease.  

¶ 1 dose of Meningococcal Vaccin e at age 11 or entry into 7 th  grade.  
 
Children who have not received immunizations may be excluded from school until 
parents provide proof that all required immunizations have been given.  If you 
choose to NOT have your child immunized, you must make an a ppointment with 
the Marquette County Health Department and sign a waiver.  Please bring the signed 
waiver to the school office.  

 
 

EMERGENCY MEDICAL AUTHORIZATION  
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The Board has established a policy that every student must have an Emergency Medical 
Authorization Form completed and signed by his/her parent in order to participate in any 
activity off school grounds.  This includes field trips, spectator trips, athletic and other 
extra -curricular activities, and co -curricular activities.  
 
The Emergency Medical Authorization Form is provided at the time of enrollment and at 
the beginning of each year.  Failure to return the completed form to the school will 
jeopardize a student's educational program.  

 
 

VISION & HEARING SCREENING  
 
Children in preschool, L.D. classes and in grade 1 and 3 will be screened for vision 
difficulties at school.  In addition, children in preschool, L.D. classes and in grade 2 and 
4 will be screened for hearing difficulties at school.  The Marquette County H ealth 
Department conducts the testing.   Parents of the children needing further examination 
will be notified by the Marquette County Health Department.   

 
CONTROL OF CASUAL -CONTACT COMMUNICABLE DISEASES AND PESTS  

 
Because a school has a high concentration  of people, it is necessary to take specific 
measures when the health or safety of the group is at risk.  The school's professional staff 
has the authority to remove or isolate a student who has been ill or has been exposed to 
a communicable disease or hig hly -transient pest, such as lice.  
 
Specific diseases include; diphtheria, scarlet fever, strep infections, whooping cough, 
mumps, measles, rubella, and other conditions indicated by the Local and State Health 
Departments.  
 
Any removal will only be for the contagious period as specified in the school's 
administrative guidelines.  
 
 

CONTROL OF NONCASUAL -CONTACT COMMUNICABLE DISEASES  
 
In the case of noncasual -contact, communicable -diseases, the school still has the 
obligation to protect the safety of the staff and students.  In these cases, the person in 
question will have his/her status reviewed by a panel of resource people, including the 
County Health Department, to ensure that the rights of the person affected and those in 
contact with that person are respec ted.  The school will seek to keep students and staff 
persons in school unless there is definitive evidence to warrant exclusion.  
 
Noncasual -contact communicable diseases include sexually transmitted diseases, AIDS 
(Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome), AR C-AIDS Related Complex (condition), HIV 
(Human -immunodeficiency), HAV, HBV, HCV (Hepatitis A, B, C); and other diseases that 
may be specified by the State Board of Health.  
 
As required by Federal law, parents will be requested to have their child's blood c hecked 
for HIV, HBV, and other blood -borne pathogens when the child has bled at school and 
students or staff members have been exposed to the blood.  Any testing is subject to laws 
protecting confidentiality.  
 
Noncasual -contact communicable diseases includ e sexually transmitted diseases, AIDS 
(Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome), ARC -AIDS Related Complex (condition), HIV 
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(Human -immunodeficiency), HAV, HBV, HCV (Hepatitis A, B, C); and other diseases that 
may be specified by the State Board of Health.  
 
As r equired by Federal law, parents will be requested to have their child's blood checked 
for HIV, HBV, and other blood -borne pathogens when the child has bled at school and 
students or staff members have been exposed to the blood.  Any testing is subject to l aws 
protecting confidentiality.  
 
 

Homebound Instruction  
 

The District shall arrange for individual instruction to students of legal school age who 
are not able to attend classes because of a physical or emotional disability.  
 
Parents should contact the sch ool administration regarding procedures for such 
instruction.  Applications must be appro ved by the principal .  The District will provide 
homebound instruction only for those confinements expected to last at least five (5) days.  

 
Applications for individua l instruction shall be made by a physician licensed to practice 
in this State, parent, student, or other caregiver.  A physician must: certify the nature 
and existence of a medical condition; state the probable duration of the confinement; 
request such ins truction; present evidence of the student's ability to participate in an 
educational program.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

SECTION I - GENERAL INFORMATION  
 

 
ENROLLING IN THE SCHOOL  

 
 
In general, State law requires students to enroll in the school district in which their parent 
or legal guardian resides.  
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¶ All children in grades ECSE through 4 that are new to the district must be    
enrolled at the Birchview School Office.  

¶ A child must be five years old by September  1 of the year he/she enters 
kindergarten .  A signed waiver by the parent is allowed if the child will be five 
(5) by December 1.  

¶ Parents of new  students need to provide:  
   Birth certificate (court issued)  
  Immunizations Records   
  Court Papers allocating parental rights and responsibilities, or  custody.  

¶ Unless advance notice is given, a child will begin attending school the day after 
registration.  
 

 
Under certain circumstances, temporary enrollment may be permitted.  In such cases, 
parents will be notified about documentation required to establi sh permanent enrollment.  
 
Homeless students who meet the Federal definition of homeless may enroll and will be 
under the direction of the District Liaison for Homeless Children with regard to 
enrollment procedures.  
 
A student who has been suspended or expe lled by another public school in Michigan may 
be temporarily denied admission to the Districtõs schools during the period of suspension 
or expulsion even if that student would otherwise be entitled to attend school in the 
District.  Likewise, a student who  has been expelled or otherwise removed for disciplinary 
purposes from a public school in another state and the period of expulsion or removal 
has not expired, may be temporarily denied admission to the Districtõs schools during the 
period of expulsion or removal or until the expiration of the period of expulsion or removal 
which the student would have received in the District had the student committed the 
offense while enrolled in the District.  Prior to denying admission, however, the 
Superintendent shall  offer the student an opportunity for a hearing to review the 
circumstances of the suspension or  expulsion and any other factors the Superintendent 
determines to be relevant.  
 
 

SCHEDULING AND ASSIGNMENT  
 
Elementary level  
 
The principal will assign each student to the appropriate classroom and program  with 
input from the student õs teacher .  Any questions or concerns about the assignment 
should be discussed with the principal.  
 
 
 

EARLY DISMISSAL  
 
No student will be allowed to leave school prior to dismissa l time without a written request 
signed by the parent  or the parent coming to the school office to request the release.  No 
student will be released to a person other than a custodial parent(s) without written 
permission signed by the custodial parent(s) o r guardian.  
 

TRANSFER OUT OF THE DISTRICT  
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Parents must notify the principal about plans to transfer their child to another school.  If 
a student plans to transfer from Birchview Elementary , the parent must notify the 
principal.  Transfer will be authorize d only after the student has completed the 
arrangements, returned all school materials, and paid any fees or fines that are due.  
School records, may not be released if the transfer is not properly completed.  Parents 
are encouraged to  contact the Office S taff for specific details.  
 
School officials, when transferring student records, are required to transmit disciplinary 
records including suspension and expulsion actions against the student.  
 

WITHDRAWAL FROM SCHOOL  
 
No student under the age of eighteen (18 ) will be allowed to withdraw from school without 
the written consent of his/her parents.  
 
 

INDIVIDUALS WITH DISABILITIES  

 
The Americanõs with Disabilities Act (ADA) and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act 
provide that no individual will be discriminated  against on the basis of a disability.  This 
protection applies not just to the student, but to all individuals who have access to the 
Districtõs programs and facilities. 
 
A student can access special education services through the proper evaluation 
procedures.  Parent involvement in this procedure is important and required by Federal 
(IDEA) and State law.  Contact the Special Education Coordinator at 906 -485 -1066 to 
inquire about evaluation procedures and programs.  
 

LIMITED ENGLISH PROFICIENCY  
 
Limited proficiency in the English language should not be a barrier to equal participation 
in the instructional or extra -curricular programs of the District.  It is, therefore the policy 
of this District that those students identified as having limited Eng lish proficiency will be 
provided additional support and instruction to assist them in gaining English proficiency 
and in accessing the educational and extra -curricular program offered by the District.  
Parents should c ontact the Special Education Coordina tor at 906 -485 -1066  to inquire 
about evaluation procedures and programs offered by the District.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

STUDENT RECORDS  
 
The School District maintains many student records including both directory information 
and confidential information.  
 
Neither the Boar d nor its employee's shall permit the release of the social security number 
of a student, or other individual except as authorized by law (see AG 8350).  Documents 
containing social security numbers shall be restricted to those employees who have a 
need to  know that information or a need to access those documents.  When documents 
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containing social security numbers are no longer needed, they shall be shredded by an 
employee who has authorized access to such records.  
 
Access to  student records is protected by  (Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act ) 
and Michigan law.  Except in limited circumstances as specifically defined in State and 
Federal law, the School District is prohibited from releasing confidential education 
records to any outside individual or o rganization without the prior written consent of the 
parents, or the adult student, as well as those individuals who have matriculated and 
entered a postsecondary educational institution at any age.  
 
Confidential records include  test scores, psychological reports, behavioral data, 
disciplinary records, and communications with family and outside service providers.  
 
Students and parents have the right to review and receive copies of all educational 
records.  Costs for copies of records may be charged to the p arent.  To review student 
records please provide a written notice identifying  requested student records to the 
principal .  You will be given an appointment with the appropriate person to answer any 

questions and to review the requested student records.  
 
Parents and adult students have the right to amend a student record when they believe 
that any of the information contained in the record is inaccurate, misleading or violates 
the studentõs privacy.  A parent or adult student must request the amendment of a 
student record in writing and if the request is denied, the parent or adult student will be 
informed of their right to a hearing on the matter.  
 
Individuals have a right to file a complaint with the United States Department of 
Education if they believe that the District has violated FERPA.  
 
Consistent with the Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (PPRA), no student shall be 
required, as a part of the school program or the Districtõs curriculum, without prior 
written consent of the student (if an adult, o r an emancipated minor) or, if an 
unemancipated minor, his/her parents, to submit to or participate in any survey, 
analysis, or evaluation that reveals information concerning:  
 

A. political affiliations or beliefs of the student or his/her parents;  
 

B.  men tal or psychological problems of the student or his/her family;  
 

C. sex behavior or attitudes;  
 

D.   illegal, anti -social, self -incriminating or demeaning behavior;  
 

E. critical appraisals of other individuals with whom respondents have 
close family relatio nships;  

 

F. legally recognized privileged and analogous relationships, such as those 
of lawyers, physicians, and ministers;  

 
G. religious practices, affiliations, or beliefs of the student or his/her 

parents; or  
 

H.  income (other than that required by law to determine eligibility for 
participation in a program or for receiving financial assistance under 
such a program).  
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Consistent with the PPRA and Board policy, the Superintendent shall ensure that 
procedures are established whereby parents may inspect any  materials used in 
conjunction with any such survey, analysis, or evaluation.  
 
Further, parents have the right to inspect, upon request, a survey or evaluation created 
by a third party before the survey/evaluation is administered or distributed by the scho ol 
to the student.  The parent will have access to the survey/evaluation within a reasonable 
period of time after the request is received by the building principal.  
 
The Superintendent will provide notice directly to parents of students enrolled in the 
Dis trict of the substantive content of this policy at least annually at the beginning of the 
school year, and within a reasonable period of time after any substantive change in this 
policy.  In addition, the Superintendent is directed to notify parents of stu dents in the 
District, at least annually at the beginning of the school year, of the specific or 
approximate dates during the school year when the following activities are scheduled or 
expected to be scheduled:  
 

A. activities involving the collection, disclos ure, or use of personal information  
       collected from students for the purpose of marketing or for selling that   
       information for otherwise providing that information to others for that  
       purpose); and  
 

B.  the administration of any survey by a third party that contains one or more 
of the items described in A through H above.  
 

 
The Family Policy Compliance Office in the U.S. Department of Education administers 
both FERPA and PPRA.  Parents and/or eligible students who believe their rights have  
been violated may file a complaint with:

STUDENT FEES, FINES, AND SUPPLIES  
 
Birchview Elementary School  charges specific fees for the following noncurricular 
activities and programs.  Such fees or charges are determined by the cost of materials, 
freight/handling fees, and add -on fees for loss or damage to school property.  The school 
and staff do not make a  profit.  
 
The District will provide all basic supplies needed to complete the required course 
curriculum.  The student and/or his/her family may choose to purchase their own 
supplies if they desire to have a greater quantity or quality of supplies, or desi re to help

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conserve the limited resources for use by others.  The teacher or appropriate 
administrator may recommend useful supplies for the se purposes.  (See Policy 6152)  
 
Fees may be waived in situations where there is financial hardship.  
 
Students using  school property and equipment can be fined for excessive wear and abuse 
of the property and equipment.  The fine will be used to pay for the damage, not to make 
a profit.  
 
Late fines can be avoided when students return borrowed materials promptly.  Their use 
may be needed by others.  
 
Failure to pay fines, fees, or charges may result in the wi thholding of grades.  
 
 

STUDENT FUND -RAISING  
 

Students participating in school -sponsored groups and activities will be allowed to solicit 
funds from other students, staff members, and members of the community in accordance 
wi th school guidelines. Student s involved in the fund -raiser must not interfere with 
students participating in other activities when soliciting funds.  Students must not 
participate in a fund -raising  activity for a group in which they are not members without 
the approval of the student's counselor.   Students  may not participate  in a fund -
raising activity conducted by a parent group, booster club, or community organization on 
school property without th e approval of the Principal.  
 

STUDENT VALUABLES  
 
Students are encouraged not to bring items of value to school.  Items such as jewelry, 
expensive clothing, electronic equipment, and the like, are tempting targets for theft and 
extortion.  The School cannot  be responsible for their safe -keeping and will not be liable 
for loss or damage to personal valuables.  
 
 

REVIEW OF INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS AND ACTIVITIES  
 
Parents have the right to review any instructional materials being used in the school.  
They also may observe instruction in any class, particularly those dealing with instruction 
in health and sex education.  Any parent who wishes to review materials or observe 
instruction must contact the principal prior to coming to the School.  Parentsõ rights to 
review teaching materials and instructional activities are subject to reasonable 
restrictions and limits.  
 
 

MEAL SERVICE  
 
The Board believes the development of healthy behaviors and habits with regard to eating 
cannot be accomplished by the District alone.  It will be necessary for the school staff, in 
addition to parents and the public at large, to be involved in a community -wide effort to 
promote, support, and model such healthy behaviors and habits.  Parents interested in 
being involve d should contact the  principal . 
 
The school participates in the National School Lunch Program and makes lunches 
available to student s for a fee of $2.40 for elementary students and $1.50 for breakfast .    
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Students may also bring their own lunch to school to be eaten in the sc hool's cafeteria.   
No student shall be allowed to leave school premises during the lunch period .  
 
Applicat ions for the school's Free and Reduced -Priced Meal program are distributed to all 
students.  If a student does not receive one and believes that s/h e is eli gible, contact the 
office at 906 -485 -6341 . 
 

FIRE, LOCK DOWN  AND TORNADO DRILLS  
 
The school complies with all fire safety laws and will conduct fire drills in accordance 
with State law.  Specific instructions on how to proceed will be provided to st udents by 
their teachers who will be responsible for safe, prompt, and orderly evacuation of the 
building.  The alarm signal for fire drills consists o f a loud, high -pitched beep and strobe 
light . 
 
Tornado drills will be conducted during the tornado season  using the procedures provided 
by the State.  The alarm signal for tornadoes is different from th e alarm signal for fire  and 

lock down drills an d consists of a verbal warning . 
 
Lock down drills in which the students are restricted to the interior of the sc hool building 
and the building secured will occur a minimum of two (2) times each school year.  The 
alarm system for a school lock down is different from the alarm system for fires and 
tornadoes and consists  of a verbal warning or a room -to-room contact . 
 

EMERGENCY CLOSINGS AND DELAYS  
 
Ishpeming Schools utilizes School Messenger.  School Messenger informs our families 
of schedule changes and cancellations of school and events.  If you are not receiving these 
messages, please contact the Birchview Office.  
 
All school closings due to bad weather will be announced on the local radio stations, TV 
stations and the school district website.  ( www.ishpemingschools.org )  (WJPD, WDMJ, 
WHWL, WNMU, WMQT/Q107 and TV6).  
 
PLEASE DO NOT CALL THE SCHOOL OFFICE.  THIS PREVENTS THE STAFF FROM 
COMPLETING PROCEDURES NECESSARY FOR THE SAFETY OF THE CHILDREN.  It 
is recommended that parents teach their children how to get into their homes or what to 
do in the event that no one is ho me when there is an unscheduled dismissal from school.  
 
Special considerations regarding the dismissal of a student due to emergency closings 
are to be brought to the attention of the school office.   
 
 
 

PREPAREDNESS FOR TOXIC AND ASBESTOS HAZARDS  
 
The School is concerned for the safety of students and attempts to comply with all Federal 
and State Laws and Regulations to protect students from hazards that may result from 
industrial accidents beyond the control of school officials or from the presence  of asbestos 
materials used in previous construction.  A copy of the School Districtõs Preparedness for 
Toxic Hazard and Asbestos Hazard Policy  and asbestos management plan will be made 
available for inspection at the Board offices upon request.

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Visitors, particularly parents, are welcome at the school.  In order to properly monitor the 
safety of students and staff, each visitor must report to the office upon ente ring the school 
to sign in .  Any visitor found in the b uilding without signing in  shall be reported to the 
principal.  If a person wishes to confer with a member of the staff, s/he should call for an 
appointment prior to coming to the School, in order to schedule a mutually convenient 
time.  
 
Students may not bring visitors to school witho ut prior written permission from the 
Principal.  
 
 

USE OF  SCHOOL  EQUIPMENT  AND  FACILITIES  
 
Students must receive the permission of the teacher before using any equipment or 
materials in the classroom and the permission of the Principal to use any other school 
equipment or facility.  Students will be held responsible for the proper use and protection 

of any equipment or facility they are permitted to use.  
 
 

LOST AND FOUND  
 
The lost and found a rea is located in the main entry of the school .  Students who h ave 
lost items should check there and may retrieve their items . Unclaimed items will be given 
to charity at the close of the school year.  
 

STUDENT SALES  
 
No student is permitted to sell any item or service in school without the approval of the 
principal .  Violation of this may lead to disciplinary action.  
 

USE OF  TELEPHONES  
 
Office telephones are not to be used for personal calls.  Except in an emergency, students 
will not be called to the office to receive a telephone call.  
 

ADVERTISING  OUTSIDE  ACTIVITIES  
 
Students may not post announcements or advertisements for outside activities without 
receiving prior approval from the principal.  The principal will try to respond to requests 
for approval within twenty -four (24) hours of their receipt.

FIELD  TRIPS  
 
Field trips are academic activities that are held off school grounds.  There are also other 
trips that are part of the school's co-curricular and extra -curricular program.  No student 
may participate in any school -sponsored trip without parental consent.   Attendance and 
behavior rules apply to all field trips.  
 

GRADES  
 

Birchview Elementary  has a standard grading procedure, as well  as additional notations 
that may indicate work in progress or incomplete work.  The purpose of a grade is to 
indicate the extent to which the student has acquired the necessary learning.  In general, 
students are assigned grades based upon test results, h omework, projects, and classroom 
participation.  Each teacher may place a different emphasis on these areas in determining 
a grade and will so inform the students at the beginning of the course work.  If a student 
is not sure how his/her grade will be dete rmined, s/he should ask the teacher.  
 
The school u ses the following grading rubric throughout our grade -levels :

Grading Periods  
 
Students shall receive a rep ort card at the end of each 9 -10  week period indicating their 
grades for each course of study for that portion of the academic term.  
 
When a student appears to be at risk of failure, notification will be provided to the parents 
so they can talk with the teacher about what actions can be taken to improve poor grades.  
 
 

PROMOTION, PLACEMENT, AND RETENTION  
 
Elementary  
 
Promotion to the next grade (or level) is based on the foll owing criteria: c urrent level of 
achievement, potential for success at the next level, attendance, and emotional, physical, 
and/or social maturity.  If the teacher feels the student does not meet this criteria they 
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may recommend retention.  A conference wi th the parent, teacher, and principal will 
occur prior to retention.    
 

HEMATITE POWER  
 
Birchview Elementary uses a program called Hematite POWER  and we are very excited 
about what it has brought to our school.  
 
    P  = POSITIVE ATTITUDE  
    O = OBSERVE  SAFETY RULES  
    W = WORK HARD  
    E = EXPECT EXCELLENCE  
    R = RESPECT ALL  
 
Hematite POWER  is a way of living that represents our effort to raise productive students 
that are prepared for the rigors of learning both immediately and well into the future.   
 

What is POWER?  
 
POWER is a program that has been developed by Birchview Elementary Schoo l for the 
students and staff to establish and create a positive learning environment.  
 
How does it work?  
 
Through a structured system of lessons and modeling, students and staff learn 
fundamental behaviors that will allow everyone to achieve a quality educ ation.  Students 
are given the skills to learn acceptable behaviors and understand consequences.  
 
Why are we doing this?  
 

It is our belief that students need an education that not only establishes academic skills 
needed for a successful future but also th e character development that reaches beyond 
the classroom and into everyday life.  
 

Positive Reinforcement  
Students are taught the fundamental skills of POWER  
Staff will observe students using the POWER qualities  

Staff completes a òPOWERó card that identifies which behavior trait the student 
exhibited  

Card is taken home to be signed by parent/guardian and returned to the office and 
placed in the POWER box  

Each Monday 5 students are chosen for a weekly drawing  
They report to the office that day to get a certificate and a small prize  

Their picture is taken with them holding the certificate  
Picture is posted on the bulletin board for the week  

 
 

HOMEWORK  
 
The assignment of homework can be expected.  Student grades will reflect the completion 
of all work, including outside assignments.  Homework is also part of the student's 
preparation for the State mandated test and graduation.  
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Homework will not generally be used for disciplinary reasons but only to enhance the 
student's learning.   
 
 
 

STUDENT EDUCATION T ECHNOLOGY ACCEPTABLE USE AND SAFETY  
 

Technology has fundamentally altered the ways in which information is accessed, 
communicated,  and transferred in society. As a result, educators are continually adapting 
their means and  methods of instruction, and the w ay they approach student learning, to 
incorporate the vast,  diverse, and unique resources available through the Internet. The 
Board provides Education  Technology so that students can acquire the skills and 
knowledge to learn effectively and live  productive ly in a digital world. The Board of 
Education provides students with access to the  Internet for limited educational purposes 
only and utilizes online educational services to enhance  the instruction delivered to its 
students. The Districtõs Internet system does not serve as a public  access service or a 
public forum, and the Board imposes reasonable restrictions on its use  consistent with 

its limited educational purpose.  
 
This policy and its related administrative guidelines and the Student Code of Conduct 
govern  studentsõ use of the Districtõs computers, laptops, tablets, personal 
communication devices (as  defined by Policy 5136), network, and Internet connection and 
online educational services  ("Education Technology" or "Ed -Tech"). The due process rights 
of all users will be respected in  the event there is a suspicion of inappropriate use of the 
Education Technology. Users have no  right or expectation to privacy when using the Ed -
Tech (including, but not limited to, privacy in the  content of their personal files, e -mails, 
and records of their online activity while on the network  and Internet).  
 
First, and foremost, the Board may not be able to technologically limit access, to services 
through  its Educational Technology to only those services and resources th at have been 
authorized for  the purpose of instruction, study and research related to the curriculum. 
Unlike in the past when  educators and community members had the opportunity to 
review and screen materials to assess  their appropriateness for supporting and enriching 
the curriculum according to adopted guidelines  and reasonable selection criteria (taking 
into account the varied instructional needs, learning  styles, abilities, and developmental 
levels of the students who would be exposed to them), access  to the Internet, because it 
serves as a gateway to any publicly available file server in the world,  opens classrooms 
and students to electronic information resources that may not have been  screened by 
educators for use by students of various ages.  
 
Pursuant  to Federal law, the Board has implemented technology protection measures 
which  protect against (e.g., filter or block) access to visual displays/depictions/materials 
that are  obscene, constitute child pornography, and/or are harmful to minors, as defined 
by the Childrenõs Internet Protection Act. At the discretion of the Board or the 
Superintendent, the technology  protection measures may be configured to protect against 
access to other material considered  inappropriate for students to access. The Board als o 
utilizes software and/or hardware to monitor  online activity of students to restrict access 
to child pornography and other material that is  obscene, objectionable, inappropriate 
and/or harmful to minors. The Superintendent or  Technology Director may temp orarily 
or permanently unblock access to websites or online  education services containing 
appropriate material, if access to such sites has been  inappropriately blocked by the 
technology protection measure s. The determination of whether  material is appropr iate or 
inappropriate shall be based on the content of the material and the  intended use of the 
material, not on the protection actions of the technology protection measures.  
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Parents/guardians are advised that a determined user may be able to gain access to 
services on  the Internet that the Board has not authorized for educational purposes. In 
fact, it is impossible to  guarantee students will not gain access through the Internet to 
information and communications  that they and/or their parents/guardians may  find 
inappropriate, offensive, objectionable or  controversial. Parents/Guardians assume risks 
by consenting to allow their child to participate in  the use of the Internet. 
Parents/Guardians of minors are responsible for setting and conveying the  standards  
that their children should follow when using Education Technology. The Board  supports 
and respects each family's right to decide whether to apply for independent student  
access to the Education Technology.  
 
The technology protection measures may not be di sabled at any time that students may 
be using  the Education Technology, if such disabling will cease to protect against access 
to materials that  are prohibited under the Children's Internet Protection Act. Any student 
who attempts to disable  the technology  protection measures will be subject to discipline.  
 

Pursuant to Federal law, students shall receive education about the following:  
 
  A. safety and security while using e -mail, chat rooms, social media,  
      and other forms of direct electronic communica tions  
 
  B. the dangers inherent with the online disclosure of personally  
      identifiable information  
 
  C. the consequences of unauthorized access (e.g., "hacking")  
      cyberbullying and other unlawful or inappropriate activities by  
      students on line, and  
 
  D. unauthorized disclosure, use, and dissemination of personal  
       information regarding minors  
 
Staff members shall provide instruction for their students regarding the appropriate use 
of technology and online safety and security as specif ied above. Furthermore, staff 
members will  monitor the online activities of students while at school.  
 
Monitoring may include, but is not necessarily limited to, visual observations of online 
activities  during class sessions; or use of specific monitoring tools to review browser 
history and network,  server, and computer logs.  
 
Building principals are responsible for providing training so that Internet users under 
their  supervision are knowledgeable about this policy and its accompanying guidelines. 
The Board  expects that staff members will provide guidance and instruction to students 
in the appropriate  use of the Education Technology. Such training shall include, but not 
be limited to, education  concerning appropriate online behavior, including interacti ng 
with other individuals on social  networking websites and in chat rooms, and 
cyberbullying awareness and response. All Internet  users (and their parents if they are 
minors) are required to sign a written agreement to abide by  the terms and conditions of 
this policy and its accompanying guidelines.  
 
Students and staff members are responsible for good behavior on the Board's 
computers/network  and the Internet just as they are in classrooms, school hallways, and 
other school premises and  school sponsored eve nts. Communications on the Internet are 
often public in nature. General  school rules for behavior and communication apply. The 
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Board does not sanction any use of the  Education Technology that is not authorized by 
or conducted strictly in compliance with this policy  
and its accompanying guidelines.  
 
Students shall not access social media for personal use from the Districtõs network, but 
shall be  permitted to access social media for educational use in accordance with their 
teacherõs approved plan for such u se. 
 
Users who disregard this policy and its accompanying guidelines may have their use 
privileges  suspended or revoked, and disciplinary action taken against them. Users of the 
Boardõs Education Technology are personally liable, both civilly and criminall y, for uses 
of the Education  Technology not authorized by this Board policy and its accompanying 
guidelines.  
 
The Board designates the Superintendent, principal and Technology Director as the  
administrators responsible for initiating, implementing, and enf orcing this policy and its  
accompanying guidelines as they apply to the use of the Districtõs Education Technology 

and the  Internet for instructional purposes.  
 
Computers are located in the computer labs, library and classrooms. Improper use of 
computers,  tampering with computers, accessing or publishing inappropriate content, 
downloading  software/playing games, instant messaging, unauthorized e -mail usage, 
intention to access an  inappropriate website, and/or damages to the computer may 
subject the student and/or parent to  financial penalties, suspension, and/or expulsion.  
 
 

STANDARDIZED TESTS  
 

During the school year, students will be taking tests in their general education 
classrooms.  
 
Birchview uses the NWEA test.  There are three test windows for the test .  Beginning year, 
mid -year, and year end.  Results will be shared with parents upon completion.  
 
Some of  these tests have been determined as grade level benchmark tests to measure the 
academic growth of your child.  If your child shows that he/she is havi ng difficulties with 
these benchmark tests, he/she will be referred to the Title I program.  The Title I teacher 
will then contact the parents and together they will determine if extra support is needed.  
 
Students who receive special education services wi ll be periodically tested to determine 
eligibility.  Parent permission is required when formally testing for special education 
services.  All results will be discussed with the parent during an individualized education 
planning conference.  
 
Every year, the state required all third and fourth grade students to be tested.  The MSTEP 
tests students in reading, language arts and math in third grade and reading, writing, 
language arts and math in the fourth grade.  It also measures the results aga inst 
minimum expectations.  These tests will be given in the spring this school year.  
 
Tests will be administered  with the use of tech nology devices.  
 
All test results are on file and available for parent review as soon as the state makes them 
available.   
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SECTION IV - STUDENT CONDUCT  

 
 

ATTENDANCE  
ABSENCES  
 
Good school attendance is extremely important to your childõs academic progress. 
Parents must assume primary responsibility in making sure that children maintain a 
good attendance record. If a child mi sses more than four days of school in one marking 
period for reasons other than a serious illness, a letter expressing concern will be sent 
home.  
 

¶  Parents are requested to schedule doctor and dentist appointments after 
school hours or during vacation peri ods if at all possible so the childõs 
instructions will not be disrupted.  
 

¶ Whenever a child misses at least 60 minutes of a morning or afternoon class, 
he/she will be considered absent for that half -day.  
 

¶ Parents are requested to notify the school on the day of absence by calling 
the school.  If parents do not call, the school will make an effort to call and 
check on the childõs welfare. It is extremely important that we have a 
current telephone number listed on your emergency form for this purpose  

 

¶ Parents  may request make -up work for absent children. Such requests need to 
be made in the morning and  pick ed up after school  ends . UNLESS THE 
SCHOOL RECEIVES PARENTAL APPROVAL, A CHILD MAY NOT DELIVER 
WORK TO ANOTHER CHILD.  
 

¶ In the case of an extended vacation, teachers and office staff should be notified 
well in advance. Requests for homework / missed work should be discussed 
with the teacher and a plan of action will be determined at that time.  
 

¶ School attendance will be taken twice a day ð morning and afternoo n.

Exc used Absences  
 
Students may be excused from school for one or more of the following reasons and will 
be provided an opportunity to make -up missed school work and/or tests:  
 

A.  Illness  
B.  Recovery from accident  
C. Required  court attendance  
D.  Professional appointments  
E.  Death in the immediate family  
F. Observation or celebration of a bona fide religious holiday  

 
Students with a health condition that causes repeated absence are to provide the school 
office with an explanation of the condition from a registered physician.  
 
Unexcused Absences:  
 
Any student who is absent from school for all or any part of the day without a legitimate 
excuse shall be considered truant and the student and his/her parents shall be subject 
to the truancy laws of the State.  No credit shall be given for any school work  not 
completed as a result of truancy.   
 
 
Suspension from School : 
 

Absence from school due to suspension shall be considered an authorized absence, 
neither excused nor unexcused.   A suspended  student will be responsible for making up 
school work lost due to suspension.  It is recommended that a student complete missed 
assignments during the suspension and turn them in to the teacher upon his/her return 
from school.  Assignments may be obtained from the principalõs office beginning with the 
first day of a s uspension.  Make up of missed tests may be scheduled when the student 
returns to school.  The stu dent will be given credit for properly -completed assignments 
and a grade on any made -up tests.  
 
 
Notification of Absence:  
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If a student is going to be absent, the parents must contact the school at 906 -485 -6341  
by 10:30 a.m. and provide an explanation.  If prior contact is not possible, the parents  
should provide a written excuse as soon as possible.  When no excuse is provi ded, the   
absence will be unexcused and the student will be considered truant.  If the absence of  

a student appears to be questionable or excessive, the school staff will try to help parents 
improve their childõs attendance. 
 
Vacations During  the School Year  
 
Parents are encouraged not to take their child out of school for vacations.  When a family 
vacation must be scheduled during the school year, the parents should discuss the 
matter with the principal and the studentõs teacher(s) to make necessary arrangements.  
It may be possible for the student to receive certain assignments that are to be completed 
during the trip.  
 
Make -up of Tests and Other School Work  

 
Students who are excusably absent from school or who have been suspended shall be 
given the opportunity to make -up work th at has been missed.  The parent  shou ld contact 
the school office as soon as possible to obtain assignments.   The student õs teacher will 
determine when the make -up work is due.  
 
If a student misses a teacher's test due  to excused absence, s/he may make arrangements 
with the teacher to take the test.  If s/he misses a State mandated  test or other 
standardized test, the student will take the mandated test upon their return to school.  
 

STUDENT ATTENDANCE AT SCHOOL EVENTS  
 
The school encourages students to attend as many school events held after school as 
possible, without interfering with their school work and home activities.  Enthusiastic 
spectators help to build school spirit and encourage those students who are participating 
in the event.  
 
However, in order to ensure that students attending evening events as nonparticipants 
are properly safe -guarded, it is strongly advised that students be accompanied by a 
parent or adult chaperone when they attend the event.  Th e School will not be able to 
supervise unaccompanied students nor will it be responsible for students who arrive 
without an adult chaperone.  
 
The school will continue to provide adequate supervision for all students who are 
participants in a School activit y.  Students must comply with the Code of Conduct at 
school events, regardless of the location.  
 

CODE OF CONDUCT  
 
A major component of the educational program at Ishpeming Public Schools is to prepare 
students to become responsible workers and citizens by learning how to conduct 
themselves properly and in accordance with established standards.  
 
Expected Behaviors:  
 
Each student shall be expected to:  
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 Abide by national, State, and local laws as well as the rules of the school;  
 
 Respect the civil rights of others;  
   
 Act courteously to adults and fellow students;  
 
 Be prompt to school and attentive in class;  
 
 Work cooperatively with others when involved in accomplishing a common  
 goal, regardless of the otherõs ability, gender, race, religion, height, weight,  
 disability, or ethnic background.  
 
 Complete assigned tasks on time and as directed;  
 
 Help maintain a school environment that is safe, friendly, and productive.  
 
 

ATTIRE AND GROOMING  
 

While fashion changes, the reason for being in school does not .  Students are in school 
to learn.  Student shall exercise discretion in dress and personal appearance to the extent 
that it does not endanger health or safety, constitute a disruptive influence, or violate 
reasonable standards of etiquette or decorum.   
 
Appearance which is distracting will not be permitted.  This includes:  ògrubbyó clothes, 
sagging pants, those which are purposely torn, thread bare, or dirty.  Bare òmidriffó styles 
(if you cannot tuck it in, donõt wear it), halters, tank tops (the straps must be a minimum 
of four fingers wide with the opening for the arms fitting snugly against the body), mesh 
shirts, or similar attire.  All shorts and pants must be hemmed.  T -shirts and sweatshirts 
with inappropriate pictures or words are not permitted.    
 
Hats  of any kind are not to be worn in school.   
 
Students are discouraged from wearing or bringing make -up to school.  Studentõs 
appearance should be neat and clean.  Hair should be combed, neat, and clean.  Students 
must wear shoes at all times.  Sno w boots should not be worn in the school building 
except walking indoors or out of doors.  
 
Violations will be dealt with by the administration.  The parent/guardian will be notified 
of violations.  Lack of cooperation on the part of the parent/guardian an d/or student may 
results in disciplinary action taken by administrators.    

 
 

Care of Property  
 

Students are responsible for the care of their own personal property. The school will not  
be responsible for personal property. Valuables such as jewelry or irreplaceable     items  
should not be brought to school. The school may confiscate such items and return them  
to the student's parents.  
 
Damage to or loss of school equipment and facilities wastes taxpayers' money and  
undermines the school program. Therefor e, if a student does damage to or loses school  
property, the student or his/her parents will be required to pay for the replacement or  
damage.  
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STUDENT DISCIPLINE CODE  

 
The Board of Education has adopted the following Student Discipline Code.  The Code 
includes the types of misconduct that will subject a student to disciplinary action.  The 
Board has also adopted the list of behaviors and the terms contained in the list.  
 
It is the school staff's responsibility to provide a safe and orderly learning envir onment.  
History has shown that certain student actions are not compatible with a "safe" and 
"orderly" environment.  Discipline is within the sound discretion of the School's staff and 
administration.  Due process ensures that disciplinary action is impose d only after review 
of the facts and/or special circumstances of the situation.  

 
 
 

EXPLANATION OF TERMS APPLYING TO THE STUDENT DISCIPLINE CODE  

(Organized by Rule Number)  
 

Each of the behaviors described below may subject the student to disciplinary action  
including  suspension and/or expulsion from school.  
 

1.  Use of drugs:  
 

A student's use or sale of a performance -enhancing substance is a violation that will 
affect  the student's athletic eligibility and extracurricular participation.  
 
The Department of Commun ity Health periodically distributes to the District the list of  
banned drugs based on bylaw 31.2.3.1 of the National Collegiate Athletic   Association.  
Use of any drugs or substances appearing on this list will affect the student's athletic and  
extracurric ular participation.  
 
The school has a "Drug Free" zone that extends 1000 feet beyond the school boundaries  
as well as to any school activity and transportation. This means that any activity,  
possession, sale, distribution, or use of drugs, alcohol, fake dr ugs, steroids, inhalants, or  
look -alike drugs is prohibited. Attempted sale or distribution is also prohibited. If caught,  
the student could be suspended or expelled and law enforcement officials may be  
contacted. Sale also includes the possession or sale of over -the -counter medication to  
another student.  
 
The sale, distribution, possession, or use of drugs, alcohol, fake drugs, steroids, 
inhalants,  or look -alike drugs that has a negative effect on the school environment is 
prohibited.  Attempted sale or dis tribution is also prohibited. This includes nonalcoholic 
beers and  wines, and the like. Many drug abuse offenses are also felonies. Sale also 
includes the  possession or sale of over -the -counter medication to another student.  
 

2.  Use of Breath -Test Instruments : 
 

The principal may arrange for a breath test for blood -alcohol to be conducted on a student  
whenever s/he has individualized reasonable suspicion to believe that a student has  
consumed an alcoholic beverage.  
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The student will be taken to a private administrative or instructional area on school  
property with at least one (1) other member of the teaching or administrative staff present  
as a witness to the test.  
 
The purpose of the test is to determine whether or not the student has consumed an  
alcohol ic beverage. The amount of consumption is not relevant, except where the student  
may need medical attention.  
 
If the result indicates a violation of school rules as described in this handbook, the 
student  will be disciplined in accordance with disciplinary  procedures described in this 
handbook.  If a student refuses to take the test, s/he will be advised that such denial will 
be considered an admission of alcohol use with the consequent discipline invoked. The  
student will then be given a second opportunity to take the test.  
 

3.  Use of tobacco:  
 

Smoking and other tobacco uses are a danger to a student's health and to the health of  

others. The school prohibits the sale, distribution, use, or possession of any form of  
tobacco or electronic cigarettes or similar de vices during school time or at any school  
activity. This prohibition also applies when going to and from school and at school bus  
stops. Violations of this rule could result in suspension or expulsion. "Use of tobacco"  
shall mean all uses of tobacco, including cigars, cigarettes, or pipe tobacco, chewing  
tobacco, snuff, or any other matter or substance that contains tobacco, in addition to  
papers used to roll cigarettes. The display of unlighted cigars, cigarettes, pipes, other  
"smoking" paraphernalia or tobacco products on one's person is also prohibited by this  
policy.  
 

4.  Student disorder/demonstration:  
 

Students will not be denied their rights to freedom of expression, but the expression may  
not infringe on the rights of others. Disruption of any schoo l activity will not be allowed. 
If  a student (or students) feels there is need to organize some form of demonstration, s/he 
is encouraged to contact the Principal to discuss the proper way to plan such an activity.  
Students who disrupt the school may be su bject to suspension or expulsion.  
 
 

5.  Possession of a weapon:  
 

A weapon includes, but is not limited to, firearms, guns of any type whatsoever including  
air and gas -powered guns (whether loaded or unloaded), knives, razors, clubs, electric  
weapons, metallic knuckles, martial arts weapons and explosives. It may also include any  
toy that is presented as a real weapon or reacted to as a real weapon. Criminal charges  
may be filed for this violation. Possession of a weapon may subject a student to expulsion  
and po ssible permanent exclusion. It makes no difference whether or not the weapon  
belongs to someone else, unless the student can provide convincing evidence that the  
weapon was placed in the student's possession without his/her knowledge. If it can be  
confirme d that a weapon was brought on District property by a student other than the 
one who possessed the weapon, that student shall also be subject to the same disciplinary  
action.  
 
State law may require that a student be permanently expelled from school , subject to a  
petition for possible reinstatement if s/he brings onto or has in his/her possession on  
school property or at a school -related activity any of the following:  
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A. any explosive, incendiary, or poison gas including bombs, grenades,  rockets,  
missiles, mines, or device that can be converted into such a  destructive 
item  

 B.  any cutting instrument consisting of a sharp blade over three (3) inches  
  long fastened to a handle  

C.       any similar object that is intended to invoke bodily harm or f ear of bodily 
 harm (e.g.  air gun, blow -gun, toy gun, etc.)  

 
 

6.  Use of an object as a weapon:  
 

Any object that is used to threaten, harm, or harass another may be considered a  weapon. 
This includes but is not limited to padlocks, pens, pencils, laser pointer s, jewelry  and so 
on. Intentional injury to another can be a felony and/or a cause for civil action.  This 
violation may subject a student to expulsion.  
 

7.  Knowledge of Dangerous Weapons or Threats of Violence:  

 
Because the Board believes that students, staff  members, and visitors are entitled to  
function in a safe school environment, students are required to report knowledge of  
dangerous weapons or threats of violence to the principal. Failure to report such  
knowledge may subject the student to discipline.  
 

8.  Purposely setting a fire:  
 

Anything, such as fire, that endangers school property and its occupants will not be  
tolerated.  Arson is a felony and will subject the student to expulsion.  
 

9.  Physically assaulting a staff member/student/person associated with the  
 District:  

 
Physical assault at school against a District employee, volunteer, or contractor which 
may  or may not cause injury may result in charges being filed. Physical assault is   defined 
as òintentionally causing or attempting to cause physical harm to another  through force 
or  violence.ó 
 

10.  Verbally threatening a staff member/student/person associated with the 
 District:  
 

Verbal assault at school against a District employee, volunte er, or contractor or making  
bomb threats or similar threats directed at a school building, property, or a school -related  
activity will be considered verbal assault. Verbal threats or assault may result in  
suspension and expulsion Verbal assault is a commun icated intent to inflict physical or  
other harm on another person, with a present intent and ability to act on the threat.  
 

11.  Extortion:  
 

Extortion is the use of threat, intimidation, force, or deception to take, or receive  
something from someone else. Extortion is against the law. Violations of this rule will  
result in disciplinary action up to and including suspension or expulsion.  
 

12.  Gambling:  
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Gambling includes casual betting, betting pools, organized -sports betting, and any other  
form of wagering. Stu dents who bet on an activity in which they are involved may also be  
banned from that activity. Violations of this rule could result in suspension or expulsion.  
 

13.  Falsification of school work, identification, forgery:  
 

Forgery of hall/bus passes and excuses as well as false I.D.'s are forms of lying and are  
not acceptable.  
 
Plagiarism and cheating are also forms of falsification and subject the student to  
academic  penalties as well as disciplinary action. Violations of this rule could result in 
suspension.  
 

14.  False alarms, false reports, and bomb threats:  
 

A false emergency alarm , report or bomb threat endangers the safety forces that are  
responding, the citizens of the community, and persons in the building. What may seem  

like a prank is a dangerous stunt. Viol ations of this rule could result in suspension or  
expulsion.  
 

15.  Explosives:  
 

Explosives, fireworks, and chemical -reaction objects such as smoke bombs, pipe bombs,  
bottle bombs, small firecrackers, and poppers are forbidden and dangerous. Violations of  
this rule could result in suspension or expulsion.  
 

16.  Trespassing:  
 

Although schools are public facilities, the law does allow the school to restrict access on  
school property. If a student has been removed, suspended, or expelled, the student is  
not allowed on s chool property without authorization of the Principal. In addition, 
students  may not trespass onto school property at unauthorized times or into areas of 
the school  determined to be inappropriate. Violations of this rule could result in 
suspension or  expul sion.  
 
 

17.  Theft:  
 

When a student is caught stealing school or someone's property, s/he will be disciplined  
and may be reported to law enforcement officials. Students are encouraged not to bring  
anything of value to school that is not needed for learning without prior authorization 
from  the principal. The school is not responsible for personal property. Theft may result 
in  suspension or expulsion.  
 

18.  Disobedience:  
 

School staff is acting "in loco parentis," which means they are allowed, by law, to direct a  
student as would a parent. This applies to all staff, not just teachers assigned to  a 
student. If given a reasonable direction by a staff member, the student is expected to  
comply. Chronic disobedience can result in expulsion.  
 

19.  Damaging property:  
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Vandalis m and disregard for school property will not be tolerated. Violations could  result 
in  suspension or expulsion.  
 

20.  Persistent absence or tardiness:  
 

Attendance laws require students to be in school all day or have a legitimate excuse. It   
is  also important to establish consistent attendance habits in order to succeed in school 
and in  the world -of-work. Excessive absence could lead to suspension from school.  
 

21.  Unauthorized use of school or private property:  
 

Students are expected to obtain permission to use an y school property or any private  
property located on school premises. Any unauthorized use shall be subject to 
disciplinary  action. This includes use of the internet and communication networks in a 
manner not  sanctioned by policy and administrative guideli ne. Violations of this rule 
could result in  suspension or expulsion.  
 

22.  Refusing to accept discipline:  
 

The school may use informal discipline to prevent the student from being removed from  
school. When a student refuses to accept the usual discipline for an  infraction, the refusal  
can result in a sterner action such as suspension or expulsion.  
 

23.  Aiding or abetting violation of school rules:  
 

If a student assists another student in violating any school rule, they will be disciplined 
and  may be subject to suspe nsion or expulsion. Students are expected to resist peer 
pressure  and exercise sound decision -making regarding their behavior.  
 
 
 

24.  Displays of affection:  
 

Students demonstrating affection between each other is personal and not meant for 
public  display. This  includes touching, petting, or any other contact that may be 
considered  sexual in nature. Such behavior may result in suspension from school or 
possibly  expulsion.  
 
 

25.  Possession of Wireless Communication Devices (WCDs):  
 

Reasonable suspicion that a communi cation device has been used to violate District  
policies or administrative guidelines shall be subject to disciplinary action and may result 
in  the communication device being confiscated.  
 
A student may possess a wireless communication devices (WCDs) or ot her electronic  
communication devices (ECDs) and electronic storage devices (ESDs) in school, on school  
property, at after school activities, and at school related functions provided that during  
school hours, school events, and on a school vehicle its use is not disruptive or distracting  
to the educational process, the scheduled activity, or other participants, provided that 
the  WCD or other ECD/ESD remains off.  
 
Except as authorized under Board policy, use of WCDs and electronic storage devices in  
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school, on school property, at after school activities and at school -related functions will 
be subject to disciplinary action.  
 
The school prohibits the use of any video device from any restroom, locker room or other  
location where students and staff òhave a reasonable expectation of privacy.ó A student 
improperly using any device to take or transmit images will face disciplinary action up to  
and including. This violation may subject a student to suspension or expulsion.  
 
òSextingó is prohibited at any time on school property or at school functions. Sexting is 
the  electronic transmission of sexual messages or pictures, usually through cell phone 
text  messaging. Such conduct not only is potentially dangerous for the involved students, 
but  can lead to unwanted exposur e of the messages and images to others, and could 
result in  criminal violations related to the transmission or possession of child 
pornography. Such  conduct will be subject to discipline and possible confiscation of the 
WCD.  
 
Taking or transmitting images or messages during testing is also prohibited. If a student 

is caught transmitting images or messages during testing, s/he will fail the exam and 
could  receive days of Alternate Day Assignment or be suspended. S/He also faces 
automatic  withdrawal from the class depending on the severity of the incident. Loss of 
privileges is an  accompanying penalty, and expulsion is a possibility, even on the first 
offense.  
 

26.  Violation of individual school/classroom rules:  
 

Each learning environment has different rules for s tudents. Individual rules are for the 
safe and orderly operation of that environment. Students will be oriented to specific rules, 
all of  which will be consistent with the policy of the school. Persistent violations of rules 
could  result in suspension or e xpulsion.  
 
 

27.  Violation of bus rules:  
 

Please refer to Section V on transportation for bus rules (or please refer to bus rules  
provided by the transportation director ). 
 

28.  Disruption of the educational process:  
 

Any actions or manner of dress that interferes with school activities or disrupts the  
educational process is unacceptable. Such disruptions also include delay or prevention 
of lessons, assemblies, field trips, athletic, and performing arts events.  
 

29.  Harassment:  
 

Harassment of students is prohibited, and  will not be tolerated. This includes 
inappropriate  conduct by other students as well as any other person in the school 
environment, including  employees, Board members, parents, guests, contractors, 
vendors and volunteers. It is the  policy of the District to provide a safe and nurturing 
educational environment for all of its  students. This policy applies to all activities on 
school property and to all school sponsored  activities whether on or off school property.  
 
Harassment is defined as inappropriate cond uct that is repeated enough, or serious  
enough, to negatively impact a studentõs educational, physical or emotional well -being . 
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This would include harassment based on any of the legally protected characteristics, such  
as sex, race, color, national origin, religion, height, weight, marital status or disability.  
This policy, however, is not limited to these legal categories and includes any harassment 
that would negatively impact students.  
 
Harassment through any means, including electronically transmitted m ethods (e.g., 
internet,  telephone or cell phone, personal digital assistant (PDA), computer or wireless 
hand held  device), may be subject to District disciplinary procedures. Such behavior is 
considered  harassment whether it takes place on or off school pr operty, at any school -
sponsored  function, or in a school vehicle if it is considered to have a negative impact on 
the school  environment.  
 
Any student that believes s/he has been/or is the victim of harassment should 
immediately  report the situation to the  teacher, the principal or assistant principal, or 
may report it  directly to the principal at the school office, phone 906 -485 -1066. 
Complaints will be  investigated in accordance with AG 5517.  
 

Every student should, and every staff member must report any s ituation that they believe 
to  be improper harassment of a student. Reports may be made to those identified above.  
If the investigation finds harassment occurred it will result in prompt and appropriate  
remedial action. This may include up to expulsion for students, up to discharge for  
employee, exclusion for parents, guests, volunteers and contractors, and removal from 
any  officer position and/or a request to resign for Board members.  Retaliation against 
any person for complaining about harassment, or parti cipating in a  
harassment investigation, is prohibited. Suspected retaliation should be reported in the  
same manner as harassment. Intentionally false harassment reports, made to get  
someone in trouble, are also prohibited. Retaliation and intentionally fal se reports may  
result in disciplinary action as indicated above.  
 
The following definitions are provided for guidance only. If a student or other individual  
believes there has been harassment, regardless of whether it fits a particular definition, 
s/he  should report it and allow the administration to determine the appropriate course 
of action.  
 
 Harassment  
 
 A. submission to such unwelcomed conduct or communication is made either       
     an explicit or implicit condition of utilizing or benefiting from  the services,       
     activities, or programs of the School District;  
 
 B. submission to, or rejection of, the unwelcomed conduct or communication is  
     used as the basis for a decision to exclude, expel or limit the harassed  student 
     in the terms , conditions or privileges of the School District;  
 
 C. the unwelcomed conduct or communication interferes with the studentõs     
     education, creates an intimidating, hostile or offensive environment, or       
     otherwise adversely affects the studen tõs educational opportunities. This 
     may include racial slurs, mocking behavior, or other demeaning comments.  
 
 Sexual Harassment, may include, but is not limited to:  
 

A. verbal harassment or abuse;  
 

B.  pressure for sexual activity;  
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C. repeated remarks with sexual or demeaning implications;  

 
D.  unwelcome touching;  

 
E.  sexual jokes, posters, cartoons, etc.;  

 
     F. suggesting or demanding sexual involvement, accompanied by implied or  
          explicit threats concerning oneõs grades, or safety,; 
 
    G. a pattern of conduct, which can be subtle in nature, that has sexual overtones  
         and is intended to create or has the effect of creating discomfort and/or  
         humiliation to another;  
 
     H. remarks speculating about a personõs sexual activities or sexual history, or  
         remarks about oneõs own sexual activities or sexual history. 
 

29a. Hazing:  
 
The Board of Education believes that hazing activities of any type are inconsistent with 
the  educational process and prohibits all such activities at any ti me in school facilities, 
on school property, and at any District -sponsored event.  
 
Hazing shall be defined for purposes of this policy as performing any act or coercing  
another, including the victim, to perform any act of initiation into any class, group, or 
organization that causes or creates a risk of causing mental, emotional, or physical harm.  
Permission, consent, or assumption of risk by an individual subjected to hazing shall not  
lessen the prohibitions contained in this policy.  
 
Hazing ð any type of initiation procedure for any school related activity, which involves  
conduct such as but not limited to:  
 

A. illegal activity, such as drinking or drugs;  
 

B.  physical punishment or infliction of pain  
 

C. intentional humiliation or embarrassment;  
 

D.  dangerous activity ; 
 

E.  activity likely to cause mental or psychological stress;  
 

F. forced detention or kidnapping;  
 

G. undressing or otherwise exposing initiates.  
 
 

29b. Bullying and Other Aggressive Behavior:  
 
5517.01 - BULLYING AND OTHER AGGRESSIVE BEHAVIOR TOWARD STUDENTS  
 
It is the policy of the District to provide a safe and nurturing educational environment for 
all  of its students.  
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This policy protects all students from bullying/aggressive behavior regardless of the  
subject matter or motivation for such impermissible behavi or.  
 
Bullying or other aggressive behavior toward a student, whether by other students,  staff,  
or third parties, including Board members, parents, guests, contractors, vendors, and  
volunteers, is strictly prohibited. This prohibition includes written, phys ical, verbal, and  
psychological abuse, including hazing, gestures, comments, threats, or actions to a  
student, which cause or threaten to cause bodily harm, reasonable fear for personal  
safety or personal degradation.  
 
Demonstration of appropriate behavior , treating others with civility and respect, and  
refusing to tolerate harassment or bullying is expected of administrators, faculty, staff, 
and  volunteers to provide positive examples for student behavior.  
 
This policy applies to all "at school" activities  in the District, including activities on school  
property, in a school vehicle, and those occurring off school property, if the student or  
employee is at any school -sponsored, school -approved or school -related activity or  

function, such as field trips or athletic events where students are under the schoolõs 
control, or where an employee is engaged in school business. Misconduct occurring 
outside of school may also be disciplined if it interferes with the school environment.  
 
 
Notification:  
 
Notice of this policy will be annually circulated to and posted in conspicuous  locations 
in all school buildings and departments within the District and discussed  with students, 
as well as incorporated into the teacher, student, and  parent/guardian handbooks. State 
and F ederal rights posters on discrimination  and harassment shall also be posted at each 
building. All new hires will be  required to review and sign off on this policy and the related 
complaint procedure.  
 
Parents or legal guardians of the alleged victim(s), as  well as of the alleged  aggressor(s), 
shall be promptly notified of any complaint or investigation as well as  the results of the 
investigation to the extent consistent with student confidentiality  requirements. A record 
of the time and form of notice or at tempts at notice shall be  kept in the investigation file.  
 
To the extent appropriate and/or legally permitted, confidentiality will be  maintained 
during the investigation process. However, a proper investigation will,  in some 
circumstances, require the dis closure of names and allegations. Further,  the appropriate 
authorities may be notified, depending on the nature of the  complaint and/or the results 
of the investigation.  
 
Reporting:  
 
No later than June 30, 2018 , the District shall submit to the Department of Education a 
copy of this Policy.  
 
The District shall report incidents of bullying to the Department of Education on an  
annual basis according to the form and procedures established by the Department  of 
Education.  
 
Should this Policy be amended or otherwise modified, the District shall submit a  copy of 
the amended or modified Policy to the Department of Education no later  than thirty (30) 
days after adopting the modification.  
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Implementation:  
 
The Superintendent is responsible to implement this poli cy, and may develop  further 
guidelines, not inconsistent with this policy.  
 
This policy is not intended to and should not be interpreted to interfere with  legitimate 
free speech rights of any individual. However, the District reserves the  right and 
responsibility to maintain a safe environment for students, conducive to learning and 
other legitimate objectives of the school program.  
 
 
Procedure:  
 
Any student who believes s/he has been or is the victim of bullying, hazing, or  other 
aggressive behavior  should immediately report the situation to the Principal  or Assistant 
Principal. The student may also report concerns to a teacher or  counselor who will be 

responsible for notifying the appropriate administrator or  Board official. Complaints 
against the b uilding principal should be filed with the  Superintendent. Complaints 
against the Superintendent should be filed with the  Board President.  
 
A student may also submit a report or complaint to any of the above designated  
individuals through email, voicemail,  regular mail or by leaving a sealed note  addressed 
to the individual at that person's office or desk. The student may submit  a report or 
complaint anonymously, but this may affect the ability to fully  investigate the matter, 
when the complaining student i s not available to provide  additional information during 
the course of the investigation.  
 
The identity of a student who reports bullying, hazing or aggressive behavior, as  well as 
those students who provide information during an investigation will remain  confidential 
to the extent possible and to the extent allowable by law. Only school  personnel directly 
involved in the investigation of the complaint or responsible for  remedying any violations 
will be provided access to the identity of the complaining  student(s) and student 
witnesses, and then only to the extent necessary to  effectively deal with the situation.  
 
The identity of the student who files the report or complaint will not be voluntarily shared 
with the alleged perpetrator(s) or the witnesses unl ess the student (and  his/her 
parent/guardian) give written permission to do so. Any investigation report  will likewise 
not be voluntarily produced with the names of the reporting student(s)  or witnesses. 
However, under certain circumstances, the District m ay be required  by law to disclose 
the report and/or the student(s) names. Also, under certain  circumstances, the identity 
of the reporting student may become obvious even  without disclosure by school 
personnel.  
 
Every student is encouraged, and every staff  member is required, to report any  situation 
that they believe to be aggressive behavior directed toward a student.  Reports shall be 
made to those identified above. While reports may be made  anonymously, formal 
disciplinary action may not be taken solely o n the basis of an  anonymous report without 
other corroborating evidence.  
 
The Principal (or other designated administrator) shall promptly investigate and  
document all complaints about bullying, aggressive or other behavior that may  violate 
this policy. Th e investigation must be completed as promptly as the  circumstances permit 
after a report or complaint is made.  
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If the investigation finds an instance of bullying or aggressive behavior has  occurred, it 
will result in prompt and appropriate remedial action . This may include  up to expulsion 
for students, up to discharge for employees, exclusion for parents,  guests, volunteers and 
contractors, and removal from any official position and/or a  request to resign for Board 
members. Individuals may also be referred  to law  enforcement or other appropriate 
officials.  
 
If the investigation finds an instance of bullying or aggressive behavior has  occurred, it 
will result in prompt and appropriate remedial action. This may include  up to expulsion 
for students, up to discharge for employees, exclusion for parents,  guests, volunteers and 
contractors, and removal from any official position and/or a  request to resign for Board 
members. Individuals may also be referred to law  enforcement or other appropriate 
officials.  
 
If , during an investigation of a reported act of harassment, intimidation and/or  
bullying/cyberbullying, the Principal or appropriate administrator believes that the  

reported misconduct may have created a hostile learning environment and may  have 
constituted  unlawful discriminatory harassment based on a Protected Class,  the 
Principal will report the act of bullying and/or harassment to one of the Anti - Harassment 
Compliance Officers so that it may be investigated in accordance with  the procedures set 
forth in  Policy 5517 - Anti -Harassment.  
 
The individual responsible for conducting the investigation shall document all  reported 
incidents and report all verified incidents of bullying, aggressive or other  prohibited 
behavior, as well as any remedial action taken,  including disciplinary  actions and 
referrals, to the Superintendent. The Superintendent shall submit a  compiled report to 
the Board on an annual basis.  
 
Non -Retaliation/False Reports:  

 
Retaliation or false allegations against any person who reports, is thought to have  
reported, files a complaint, participates in an investigation or inquiry concerning  
allegations of bullying or aggressive behavior (as a witness or otherwise), or is the  target 
of the bullying or aggressive behavior being investigated, is p rohibited and  will not be 
tolerated. Such retaliation shall be considered a serious violation of  Board policy, 
independent of whether a complaint of bullying is substantiated.  Suspected retaliation 
should be reported in the same manner as  bullying/aggressi ve behavior.  
 
Making intentionally false reports about bullying/aggressive behavior for the  purpose of 
getting someone in trouble is similarly prohibited and will not be  tolerated. Retaliation 
and intentionally false reports may result in disciplinary acti on as indicated above.  
 
Prevention/Training:  
 
The District shall provide, and all students shall undertake, annual training on  
preventing, identifying, responding to, and reporting incidents of bullying and other  
aggressive behavior.  
 
Definitions:  
 
The fol lowing definitions are provided for guidance only. If a student or other  individual 
believes there has been bullying, hazing, harassment or other  aggressive behavior,

regardless of whether it fits a particular definition, s/he should  report it immediately and 
allow the administration to determine the appropriate  course of action.  
 
"Aggressive behavior" is defined as inappropriate conduct that is repeated  enough, or 
serious enough, to negatively impact a studentõs educational, physical, or emotional well -
being. Such behavior includes, for example, bullying, hazing,  stalking, intimidation, 
menacing, coercion, name -calling, taunting, making threats,  and 
hitting/pushing/shoving.  
 
"At School" is defined as in a classroom, elsewhere on school premises, on a  school  bus 
or other school -related vehicle, or at a school -sponsored activity or  event whether or not 
it is held on school premises. It also includes conduct using a  telecommunications access 
device or telecommunications service provider that  occurs off school p remises if either 
owned by or under the control of the District.  
 
"Bullying" is defined as any written, verbal, or physical acts, including cyber  bullying 
(i.e. any electronic communication, including, but not limited to  electronically 

transmitted acts, su ch as internet, telephone or cell phone, personal  digital assistant 
(PDA), or wireless hand held device) that, without regard to its  subject matter or 
motivating animus, is intended or that a reasonable person would  know is likely to harm 
one (1) or more s tudents either directly or indirectly by doing  any of the following:  
 
 
 A. substantially interfering with educational opportunities, benefits, or  
     programs of one (1) or more students;  
 
 B. adversely affecting the ability of a student to participate in  or 
     benefit from the school district's educational programs or activities  
     by placing the student in reasonable fear of physical harm or by  
     causing substantial emotional distress;  
 
 C. having an actual and substantial detrimental effect on a student's  
     physical or mental health; and/or  
 
 D. causing substantial disruption in, or substantial interference with,  
      the orderly operation of the school.  
 
Bullying can be physical, verbal, psychological, or a combination of all three. Some  
exam ples of bullying are:  
 
 A. Physical ð hitting, kicking, spitting, pushing, pulling; taking and/or  
     damaging personal belongings or extorting money, blocking or  
     impeding student movement, unwelcome physical contact.  
 
 B. Verbal ð taunting, malicious teasing, insulting, name calling,  
     making threats.  
 
 C. Psychological ð spreading rumors, manipulating social  
     relationships, coercion, or engaging in social exclusion/shunning,  
     extortion, or intimidation. This may occur in a number of different  
     ways, including but not limited to notes, emails, social media  
     postings, and graffiti.  
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"Harassment" includes, but is not limited to, any act which subjects an individual  or 
group to unwanted, abusive behavior of a nonverbal, verbal,  written or physical  nature, 
often on the basis of age, race, religion, color, national origin, marital status  or disability, 
but may also include sexual orientation, physical characteristics (e.g.,  height, weight, 
complexion), cultural background, socioec onomic status, or  geographic location (e.g., 
from rival school, different state, rural area, city, etc.).  
 
"Intimidation/Menacing" includes, but is not limited to, any threat or act intended  to: 
place a person in fear of physical injury or offensive physic al contact; to  substantially 
damage or interfere with person's property; or to intentionally interfere  with or block a 
person's movement without good reason.  
 
"Staff" includes all school employees and Board members.  
 
"Third parties" include, but are not limited to, coaches, school volunteers,  parents, 
school visitors, service contractors, vendors, or others engaged in District  business, and 
others not directly subject to school control at inter -district or intradistrict  athletic 

competitions or other scho ol events.  
 
For further definition and instances that could possibly be construed as:  
 
Harassment, see Policy 5517;  
Hazing, see Policy 5516.

30.  Possession of a Firearm, Arson, and Criminal Sexual Conduct:  

 
In compliance with State law, the Board shall permanently expel any student who  
possesses a dangerous weapon in a weapon -free school zone or commits either arson or  
criminal sexual conduct in a District building or on District property, including school 
buses  and other school transportation.  
 
A dangerous weapon is defined as "a firearm, dagger, dirk, stiletto, knife w ith a blade over  
three (3) inches in length, pocket knife opened by a mechanical device, iron bar, or brass  
knuckles" or other devices designed to or likely to inflict bodily harm, including, but not  
limited to, air guns and explosive devices.  
 
Students sh all be subject to disciplinary action (Suspension/Expulsion) as required by  
statute for such specified offenses as physical and verbal assault (see Policy 5610.01).  
 
Students with disabilities under IDEA or Section 504 shall be expelled only in accordance  
with Board Policy 2461 and Federal due process rights appropriate to students with  
disabilities. A student who has been expelled under this policy may apply for  reinstatement 

in accordance with guidelines which are available in the principal's office.  

  
Cr iminal acts:  
 
Any student engaging in criminal acts at or related to the school will be reported to law  
enforcement officials as well as disciplined by the school. It is not considered double  
jeopardy (being tried twice for the same crime), when school rul es and the law are violated.  
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Students should be aware that state law requires that school officials, teachers and  
appropriate law enforcement officials be notified when a student of this District is involved 
in  crimes related to physical violence, gang related acts, illegal possession of a controlled  
substance, analogue or other intoxicants, trespassing, property crimes, including but not  
limited to theft and vandalism, occurring in the school as well as in the community.  

 
Safety Concerns:  
 
Students should not use roller blades, bicycles, skateboards scooters, or any other form 
of personal transportation device in school hallways or District pedestrian traffic areas.  
Exceptions may be made to reasonably accommodate students with mobility 
impairments.  Use of any means of travel within buildings and on grounds by other than 
generally  accepted practices where appropriate is prohibited. Students violating this 
expectation  will be subject to disciplinary action.  
 
Profanity:  
 

Any behavior or language, which in the judgement of the staff or administration, is  
considered to be obscene, disrespectful, vulgar, profane and/or violates community held  
standards of good taste will be subject to disciplinary action.  

 
DISCIPLINE  

 
It is important to remember that the s chool's rules apply going to and from school, at 
school, on  school property, at school -sponsored events, and on school transportation. In 
some cases, a  student can be suspended from school transportation for infractions of 
school bus rules.  Ultimately, it is the principal's responsibility to keep things orderly. In 
all cases, the School shall  attempt to make discipline prompt and equitable and to have 
the punishment match the severity  of the incident.  
 
Two types of discipline are possible, in formal and formal.  
 
 Informal Discipline:  
 
  Informal discipline takes place within the school. It includes:  
 
  writing assignments;  
  change of seating or location;  
  lunch -time and/or after -school detention;  
  in -school restriction.  
  
  Detentions:  
 
  A student may be detained after school or asked to come to school early by 
  a teacher, after giving the student an d his/her parents one (1) dayõs  not   
  notice. The  student or his/her parents are responsible for transportation.    
 
  In -School Discipline  
 
Formal Discipline:  
 
Formal discipline removes the student from school. It includes emergency  removal for up 
to seventy -two (72) hours, suspension for up to ten (10) school  days, and expulsion from 
school. Suspensions and expulsions may carry over into  the  next school year.

Removal for less than one (1) school day without the possibility of suspension or  expulsion 

may not be appealed. Suspension and expulsion can be appealed.  

 
Students being considered for suspension or expulsion are entitled to an informal  hearing 
with the building administrator, prior to removal, at which time the student  will be 
notified of the charges against him/her and given an opportunity to make a  defense.  
 
If a student is suspended, the parents may appeal the suspension, in writing, to  the 
superintendent and a formal appeal hearing will be held. Suspension from co -curricular  
and extra -curricular activities may not be appealed.  
 
When a student is being considered for expulsion, a formal hearing is scheduled  with the 
Superinten dent  or its designee and the parents will be given written  notice of the hearing 
and will be expected to a ttend. The Superintendent  then takes testimony and determines 
if a recommendation to expel is to  be made.  This decision may also be  appealed. In the  
case of expulsion, the student remains out of school during the  appeal period. Work 

missed during an expulsion cannot be made up and usually  results in a loss of credit.  
 
Students involved in co -curricular and extra -curricular activities such as band and  
athletics can lose their eligibility for violation of the School rules.  

 
If a student commits a crime while at school or a school -related event, s/he may be  
subject to school disciplinary action as well as to action by the community's legal  system. 
These a re separate jurisdictions and do not constitute double jeopardy  (being tried twice 
for the same crime)  
 
 
 
Discipline of Students with Disabilities:  

 
Students with disabilities are entitled to the rights and procedures afforded by the  
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (I.D.E.A.) and the Americans with Disabilities  
Act (A.D.A.), or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.  
 
 

DUE PROCESS RIGHTS  
 

Before a student may be suspended or expelled from school, there are specific procedures 
that  mu st be followed.  
 
Suspension from School:  
 
When a student is being considered for a suspension of ten (10) days or less, the   
administrator in charge will notify the student of the charges. The student will then be  
given  an opportunity to explain his/her side and the administrator will then provide the  
student the evidence supporting the charges. After that informal hearing, the principal 
will  make a decision whether or not to suspend. If a student is suspended, s/he and 
his/her  parents will be notified, in writing within one (1) day, of the reason for and the 
length of the  suspension. The suspension may be appealed, within two (2) school days 
after receipt of  the suspension notice, to the superintendent. The request for a n appeal must be 

in writing.  
 
During the appeal process, the student is allowed to remain in school unless safety is a  
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factor. If that is the case, the student shall be immediately removed under the Emergency  
Removal Procedure.  
 
The appeal shall be conduc ted in a private meeting and the student may be represented.  
Sworn, recorded testimony shall be given. If the appeal is heard by the Board of 
Education,  the hearing is governed by the Open Meetings Act. Under the Open Meetings 
Act, the  hearing must be publ ic unless the parents request that the meeting be conducted 
in a  closed session.  
 
When a student is suspended, s/he may make -up work missed while on suspension.  Any 
learning that cannot be made up such as labs, field trips, skill -practices, or any learning  
that the student chooses not to make -up may be reflected in the grades earned.  
 
A student being considered for suspension of more than ten (10) days will be given due  
process as described in the expulsion section below.  
 
Long -term suspension or expulsion  from school:  

 
When a student is being considered for long -term suspension (more than ten (10) days) 
or  expulsion, the student will receive a formal letter of notification addressed to the 
parents  which will contain:  
 

¶ the charge and related evidence;  

¶ the t ime and place of the Board meeting;  

¶ the length of the recommended suspension or a recommendation for  
 expulsion;  

¶ a brief description of the hearing procedure;  

¶ a statement that the student may bring parents, guardians, and counsel;  

¶ a statement that the student and/or parent may bring a translator or 
 request  

¶ a transfer for hearing impaired students or parents;  

¶ a statement that the student may give testimony, present evidence, and  
 provide a defense;  

¶ a statement that the student may r equest attendance of school personnel  
 who were party to the action or accused the student of the infraction;  

¶ the ability of the student and/or parent to request, potentially at their own  
 cost, a transcript of the hearing, if Board/hearing officer approved.  

 
Students being considered for long -term suspension or expulsion may or may not be  
immediately removed from school. A formal hearing  is scheduled with the Superintendent  
or its designee during which the student may be represented by his/her  pare nts, legal 
counsel, and/or by a person of his/her choice.  
 

Within 3 days (as in AG 5610) after notification of long -term suspension or expulsion, the  
long -term suspension or expulsion may be appealed, in writing, to the board of education  
or its designee. The appeal will also be formal in nature with sworn testimony before  
official(s) designated by the Board of Education or its designee. The appeal will be heard  
in an open session unless the student or the studentõs parent or guardian requests a 
closed sess ion. Again, the right to representation is available. All opportunity to earn  
grades or credit ends when a student is expelled.  
 
Birchview Elementary School makes a sincere effort to have disciplinary actions take  
place that will allow the student to remai n in school. If a disciplinary action does not 
result in removal from school, it is not appealable.  Should a student or parent have 
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questions regarding the property of an in -school disciplinary action, they should contact 
the Principal.  
 
Discipline of St udents with Disabilities:  
 
Students with disabilities are entitled to the rights and procedures afforded by the  
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (I.D.E.A.) and the Americans with Disabilities  
Act (A.D.A.).  
 

SEARCH AND SEIZURE  
 
Students are provided desks and other equipment in which to store materials.  It should 
be clearly understood that this equipment is the property of the school and may be 
searched at any time if there is reasonable suspicion that a student has violated the  law 
or school rules.   
 
Anything that is found in the course of a search that may be evidence of a violation of 

school rules or the law may be taken and held or turned over to the police.  The school 
reserves the right not to return items which have been confiscated.  In the course of any 
search, studentsõ privacy rights will be respected regarding any items that are not illegal 
or against school policy.  
 
 
 
 

STUDENT RIGHTS OF EXPRESSION  
 
The school recognizes the right of students to express themselves .  With the right of 
expression comes the responsibility to do it appropriately.  Students may distribute or 
display, at appropriate times, nonsponsored, noncommercial written material and 
petitions; buttons, badges, or other insignia; clothing, insignia, and banners; and audio 
and video materials.  All items must meet the following school guidelines:  
 

A.  A material cannot be displayed if it:  
 

1.  Is obscene to minors, libelous, indecent, and pervasively or vulgar,  
2.  Advertises any product or service not permitted to minors by law,  
3.  Intends to be insulting or harassing,  
4.  Intends to incite fighting or presents a likelihood of disrupting  school 

or a school event,   
5.  Presents a clear and present likelihood that, either because of its 

 content or manner of distribution or  display, it causes or is likely to 
 cause a material and substantial disruption of school or school 
 activities, a violation of school regulations, or the commission of an 
 unlawful act.  
 

B.  Materials may not be displayed or distributed during class periods.   
 Permission may be granted for display or distribution during lunch 
 periods and after school in designated locat ions, as long as exits are not 
 blocked and there is proper access and egress to the building.

Students who are unsure whether or not materials they wish to display meet school 
guidelines may present them to the school principal twenty -four (24) hours prior to 
display.  
 
Suspension and Expulsion:  
 
The primary objective of student discipline and control is to produce a school environment 
in  which complete attention may be directed to the teaching -learning activities. Every 
effort will be  made to solve disciplinary problems within the school setting and without 
excluding a student  from school. If t his cannot be done, exclusion may be necessary. 
These exclusions may fall in  the following categories:  
 
A. Suspension 1 ð A student is suspended from a class or classes but will remain in the  
building. Pursuant to Section 1309 of the Revised School Code, M CL 380.1309, a  teacher 
may suspend a student from a class as provided for in Administrative Procedure  5114. A 
teacher may recommend to the principal the suspension of a student from class.  
 

B. Suspension 2 ð A student is suspended from the building for the  remainder of the 
school  day.  
 
C. Suspension 3 ð A temporary suspension for a specified number of days, not to exceed  
ten.  
 
D. Suspension 4 ð A student is suspended from attendance at, or participation in, a 
school/district sponsored activity.  
 
E. Suspensi on 5 ð A student is suspended from the building pending a conference with 
the  parents or guardian(s).  
 
F. Separation or Expulsion ð A student is excluded from school for an extended period of  
time (beyond 10 days).  
 
Parents shall be informed and involved i n any case of a student exhibiting a history of  
unacceptable conduct. Records of such involvement shall be maintained in the principalõs 
office.  Parents shall be notified in writing of appeal procedures at the time of the 
suspension.  
 
The school administra tor who investigates an alleged infraction will make the initial 
determination  of the appropriate penalty if the student is guilty of the infraction within 
the following guidelines:  
 
A. Suspension 1 is regarded as appropriate for a first instance minor ins ubordination 
and  disobedience of class rules, or offenses of a similar nature.  
 
B. Suspension 2 is appropriate for minor indecency, offensive language, scuffling, 
repetition  of Suspension 1 type offenses or more severe violations of Suspension 1 type 
offen ses. 
 
C. Suspension 3 and 5 are generally the initial penalty for smoking, stealing, forgery,  
vandalism, gross misbehavior, possession of weapons and small amounts of alcohol or  
non -dangerous drugs and repetition of less severe misbehavior.  
 
D. Separation or Expulsion may be the appropriate penalty for sale of drugs or alcohol,  
possession of dangerous drugs, arson, use of weapons, assault resulting in personal  
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injury and similarly grave forms of misbehavior and persistent minor misbehavior which  
has not been corrected in spite of lesser suspensions.  
 
E. Suspension 4 and Other Suspension may be given for violations of activity or athletic  
rules.  
 
Consequences of Discipline Action:  
 

A. Conference -Meeting of student and/or parent with the building princ ipal.  
 

     B.  After School Detention - Teachers or administrators may give this type of 
 discipline action.  Students are given twenty -four (24) hours to let their parents 
 know of the pending  detention time or will be asked to stay that day after school, 
 if the teacher has called the  studentõs parents. Failure of the student to meet this 
 obligation may result in their  suspension or other disciplinary action. It is the 
 teacherõs or administratorõs responsibility to supervise this detention.
